
Dear Friends:

Even in these difficult economic times I continue to be amazed at your generosity.  Whether you do-
nated food, money or volunteer hours, your involvement was critical in helping us serve an increas-
ingly large number of individuals in need with compassion, dignity and respect.  In 2008 we served 
over 234,000 individuals through our eight food bank locations.

As always, we worked hard to be good stewards of your donations. For every $1.00 that was donat-
ed we distributed $4.00 worth of food. I would like to share with you some of the ways your dona-
tions were put to use:

234,739 individuals in need were served enough food to make 2,112,651 nutritious meals.•	

More than 2,306,868 pounds of food were donated to our food banks from individuals, schools, •	
churches, local grocery stores, Northwest Harvest and the Emergency Food Network.

Over 600 volunteers worked tirelessly to operate the food banks, pick up donated food and de-•	
liver food to individuals who needed extra assistance.

We purchased more than $285,000 worth of nutritious food from suppliers that provide the low-•	
est cost possible.

In October we consolidated two food bank locations that were in close proximity to one anoth-•	
er to become more efficient and effective in our operations.

We hired a part-time food bank coordinator at our Graham/South Hill location and converted •	
our full-time driver to a full-time food bank coordinator/driver at the Southeast location. In both 
instances we saw an increase in food and financial donations as well as an increase in the number 
and diversity of volunteers.

We increased and altered our hours of operation to serve more individuals.•	

We purchased a cargo van for the Graham/South Hill location, thanks to the generosity of the •	
Fred Meyer Foundation.

A new food bank was built in Edgewood and one was expanded in Southeast Tacoma.•	

Our list of generous donors is too long to print.  We are extremely grateful to every individual, 
church, foundation, business, school, organization and government entity that supports the work of 
FISH Food Banks of Pierce County.

With your support we have been able to ac-
complish great things to benefit those who 
have the greatest needs.
